Jury of Selection & Awards

Thomas Adkins is a Landscape Painter and studied art at Paier College
and the School of Visual Arts of NY. He has worked as art and creative di-
rector at several prestigious advertising agencies and has won numerous
awards for his work. Many major corporations such as GE, IBM and Kraft
have acquired his work. He has also exhibited widely — including at the
Mystic Museum, International Marine Exhibition, The Butler Institute of
American Art and The New Britain Museum of American Art, where he is
also represented in their permanent collection. Many prestigious galleries
throughout New England carry his work.

Marc Chabot studied art at Skidmore College and moved to Boston to work
with Hyman Bloom and Michael Mazur. After returning to CT, he assisted
Philip Grausman and started teaching art. He founded Marc Chabot Fine
Arts as a private dealer. After a year of Weir Farm artist residency, he con-
tinued there for many years as a teacher and as a collections consultant.
Marc has been a curator of the Van Vleck collections at Flanders Nature
Center, and has juried shows & served on art committees at WAA, Flan-
ders, The Mattatuck Museum and Weir Farm. His recent focus is on writing
and lecturing about CT artists he personally knows or has studied, not yet
well-known to the public.

Claudia Seymour is President Emeritus of the historic Salmagundi Club in
New York and a widely collected artist. She is a Master Signature Member
of the Pastel Society of America, has been awarded Master Circle status by
the International Association of Pastel Societies, and is an Associate Mem-
ber of the Oil Painters of America. Her classic still life paintings in oil and
pastel have been shown in over 175 national and international exhibitions,
and she has won numerous prizes, as well as six medals, for her work.
Handwright Gallery in New Canaan, Susan Powell Fine Art in Madison, J.M.
Stringer Gallery in Vero Beach, Florida, and Gladwell and Patterson in Lon-
don, England, represent Claudia’s work.

We will accept work on wrap-
around, stretched canvas with finished edges (no visible staples).
Sculptures are limited to 36 inches in any direction, maximum
weight of 50 pounds, and artist must supply pedestal/stand.
